He is one of Chicago’s most requested - entertainers, for reggae, pop, classical, R& B and Caribbean music over the years. Now for the very first time in Chicago, the Caribbean mega-star, Jack Radics, whose cover song “Twist & Shout”, with Chaka Demus & Pliers entered the Guinness Book of World Records - Fastest selling reggae cover version in history (1.8 million copies in two weeks) will be one of the special guests headline performers taking the JSVFest stage on Sunday, September 9th . 
Jack Radics made use of his music in the classics of reggae and mixed the sound of Motown - and Stax - Soul , Calypso and Pop . Twist and Shout , the feature with Chaka Demus & Pliers , brought the singer his first number one hit in Great Britain in late 1993 . The single was awarded  platinum and received an entry in the Guinness Book of Records . His 1994 album Open Rebuke was released by Black Music magazine Echoes voted best reggae album of the year.

For the Football World Cup 1998 came the title Go for Jamaica! in the record stores. The collaboration with the German producerRüdiger Nieschmidt, the Radics had some years previously met in Jamaica resulted new songs and the 1999 album Love & Laughter . The single No Matter was not only in German-speaking countries successfully, but also in South Africa , a radio hit. With the producers Grant Michael B. and Pomez di Lorenzo created songs for the 2001 longplayer Always Around .
